	Chemical-resistant apron
	
	an apron, usually of a rubber-like, chemically-resistant material that covers the front of the body from mid-chest to the knees

	
	
	

	Emergency shower
	
	a shower in the lab that cascades large volumes of water over the entire body to flush the skin of damaging chemicals

	
	
	

	Eyewash station
	
	a station designed to provide a high-volume, low-pressure flow of water to flush eyes in the event that chemicals get into them

	
	
	

	Fire blanket
	
	a blanket made of wool treated with a flame retardant chemical used to extinguish small fires or to smother fires on a person

	
	
	

	Fire extinguisher
	
	an active fire protection device used to extinguish or control small fires that usually consists of a hand-held cylindrical pressure vessel containing an agent which can be discharged to extinguish a fire

	
	
	

	Fume hood
	
	a ventilation device consisting of a large piece of equipment enclosing five sides of a work area, the bottom most commonly located at a standing work height, with air being pulled out the top by a fan

	
	
	

	MSDS
	
	a Material Safety Data Sheet, an MSDS, is a document that provides the information needed to handle or work with a specific chemical in a safe manner; it includes information such as physical data, toxicity, health effects, first aid, reactivity, storage, disposal, protective equipment needed, and spill-handling procedures

	
	
	

	Safety (splash) goggles
	
	goggles designed to protect the wearer from liquid splash by using covered vents or a ventless design that provides front, brow, and temple protection

	
	
	

	Safety goggle sanitizing cabinet
	
	a heavy-gauge steel cabinet with a UV lamp and a timer to ensure sufficient exposure to UV light to kill germs


The safety video you are about to watch will have examples of incorrect procedures in the lab.
